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Entering Yukon, 66 curved to follow
the tracks of the interurban Trolley,
causing the “dip” in the historic
alignment at Mustang Rd. After
crossing the C.R.1.&P. Railroad at
3rd St, the Interurban swung to the
northwest, staying with the tracks.
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This inset depicts the
1849 4-lane connection
with the historic 2-lane

just east of Mustang
Rd. In 1958, the 4-lane

link arriving from
Bethany completed the
alignment as it is today.
