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Just east of Clinton, 1-40 was open to traffic in 1959 as 4-lane 66, but was not up to inter-
state standards until 1962. Before the 1970 opening of the bypass, W/B motorists entered
and left the east end of Clinton following today's ramps for Exit 69. On the west end of
town, 1-40, though not brought to standards until 1958, was opened to traffic as 4-Jane 66
